In an effort to become a more well developed chapter of ASPE, 
the board of directors of Chapter 38 in 2007 established 4 key 
committees to better carry out the work of the chapter. In doing so 
we also become more eligible for guideline points in support of 
our upcoming 2008 self nomination for a national Superior 
Chapter Award. One of the committees is the Awards Committee, 
whose purpose is to act as a steering committee for the entire 
chapter, to advise and direct the board, the other committees 
(Membership, Education, and Communications), and the full 
membership of the activities and directions needed to be eligible 
for national award consideration. The Awards Committee makes 
sure that the chapter’s activities are aligned with the award 
guidelines. The chapter is making the correct efforts at being a 
superior chapter, and we will have a meaningful and successful 
chapter.

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One particular national award guideline is that a successful chapter will present 
each year its own award to a member deemed to be “Estimator of the Year”. The 
establishment of award guidelines for a nomination and selection process for the 
EOY award are also given to the local Awards Committee. In chapter 38, the 
members of this committee include Del Farley, chairman; Sherry Malott, vice 
chair; Mario Geraci, and Dan Frondorf. This committee will draft proposed 
guidelines for presentation to the full board to consider before being submitted to 
the full membership for voting in May 2008. At this time the committee is still 
preparing the guidelines and input from the membership is respectfully requested 
and encouraged.�
We know that they will include the following requirements of the award recipient : 
 

1. That the EOY be a member in good standing of ASPE and of chapter 38 
for at least 12 months; that he or she be an active member of chapter 38, 
“active” meaning that the member regularly attends meetings, serves on a 
committee, or contributes to the newsletter, or participates in some other 
meaningful manner. 

2. That the EOY be a veteran Estimator who outwardly exemplifies the 
reasons for which ASPE exists – that they demonstrate professionalism 
and ethical practices in their career as an Estimator, and that they 
affirmatively give back to the profession of Construction Estimating. 

 
So that we will be eligible for the national award points in 2008, the Awards 
Committee decided in late 2007 to select an initial recipient of this award for 2007 
and to present this award to the winner at the 2007 holiday party in December 
2007.   The Awards Committee unanimously recommended that the initial winner 
of the ASPE chapter 38 EOY is William “Bud” Nordman. Bud was presented with 
this prestigious honor at the 2008 Kickoff meeting on January 24, 2008. Bud is a 
charter and founding member of ASPE chapter 38, and was one of a group of 
only a handful of Estimators who had the vision of a Cincinnati chapter of ASPE 
in 2004, and who was instrumental in organizing this group until it evolved into a 
full and active chapter. ASPE chapter 38 received its charter from the ASPE 
national office in May 2005, largely due to Bud’s efforts. Bud is a veteran 
Estimator in the general trades and has experience in many facets of the 
construction industry, including time spent as a superintendent, a public works 
official in Southern California, and as a self employed contractor. Most recently, 
Bud has established his own estimating consulting practice called Quantity 
Engineers, and is now operating this business on a full time basis after spending 
the past 7 years as Chief Estimator at CR&R Construction Co. in Cincinnati. Bud 
is active in ASPE chapter 38, serving on the board as it’s Treasurer.  Bud is a 
veteran Estimator, active in his chapter, and all who work with him know the 
professionalism and ethical standards with which he has conducted himself 
throughout his career. ASPE chapter 38 is lucky to count Bud as a member, we 
thank him for his service to our chapter, and we congratulate him on this well 
deserved honor.
